The Emergency Heating Repair Program 
(EHRP) provides direct assistance to owner-
occupied properties within the City of Chicago. 
The program helps eligible homeowners repair 
or replace furnace or boiler heating systems.
All work is performed by qualified contractors at 
no cost to the homeowner, with funding 
provided through the Department of Housing 
(DOH). Assistance is limited and available on a 
first-come, first-served basis.
